Dane County CASA recruits, trains, and supports Court Appointed Special Advocates (CASA) volunteers who make weekly visits to the children under the authority of Dane County courts who have suffered abuse and neglect. CASA volunteers gather information, review records, make observations relevant to the children’s case, initiate regular contact with the children and monitor their safety and well-being, testify in court, and generally advocate for the children’s best interests. Dane County CASA volunteers provide reports to judges and work closely with social workers and attorneys to help inform the decision-making process regarding permanent placement and advocate for the children’s safety, permanency, and well-being. Dane County CASA is a 501(c)(3) non-profit organization that has been providing critical CASA advocacy to abused and neglected children since 1994.
